	3. New lesson 
1.Look, listen and repeat: 
- Tell them that they are going to read a story in which Ps ask and answer questions about their timetables
- Ask Ps to look at the pictures and read the text in silence
- Get them to identify the characters and the content of the story by asking Who’s this? What are they doing?  What are they talking about?
- Play the recording and ask Ps to listen and repeat. Do choral and individual repetition
- Call some pairs to read the story aloud, the rest of the class listen and give comments

	3. Point and say :
- Tell pupils to look at the question When do you have English? And the answer, explain the structure.
- Tell pupils that they are going to practice asking and answering the question When do you have Science? Answers: I have it on……
Remind the student of days of the week
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- Let Ps look at the timetable. Ask them to identify the names of the four Ps in the first column and the days when these Ps have Science. Check comprehension
- Point to the first row of the table and get one pupil to ask When do you have Science, Sam?  And another to answer I have it on Mondays and Thursday. Repeat with the other rows in the table
- Ask Ps to work in pairs to ask and answer the questions, using the given text in the bubbles and the information in the timetable
- Go around to offer help when necessary
- Call on some pairs to act out the exchanges
- Listen and give comments

	3. Listen and number: 8’- Tell pupils that they are going to listen to four dialogues about different PE timetables and number them in the order they hear

- Get them to swap their answers with their partner
